ADMISSION OF FOREIGN CITIZENS

TO THE BELARUSIAN STATE MEDICAL

COLLEGE
1. Foreign citizens and persons without citizenships constantly living in the Republic of Belarus (except citizens from the Russian Federation, the Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, the Republic of Tadzhikistan) are admitted to the Belarusian State Medical College on the agreement with the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Belarus.

2. Foreign citizens should apply for admission pointing the chosen specialty to get the invitation. 

3. Foreign citizens who have secondary education and don’t speak Russian are admitted to the preparatory courses.

Belarusian State Medical College announces the admission of foreign citizens on contract basis in specialties:

-
“Nursing”, qualification “a nurse”;

-
“Medical training”, qualification “a doctor’s assistant/midwife (obstetrician)”;

-
“Prosthetic dentistry”, qualification “a dental technician”

-
“Medical rehabilitation”, qualification a “instructor in remedial gymnastics, a nurse-masseuse”
-
“Pharmacy “, qualification а “pharmacist”.
4. The education is provided on the agreement between the Belarusian State Medical College and foreign and person without citizenship or their representatives. The agreement includes the rules established by the Ministry of Heals of the Republic of Belarus and responsibilities of both parties for making payment in the case of sending a foreign citizen beyond the Republic of Belarus.

5. Education in Belarusian State Medical College is provided in the Russian language. Foreign citizens who don’t know Russian well should apply for preparatory courses to study Russian, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Mathematics from October till June with getting a certificate after completing them. 

6. Foreign citizens and persons without citizenship (except citizens from the Russian Federation, the Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, the Republic of Tadzhikistan) are enrolled to Belarusian State Medical College after medical check-up at Minsk polyclinic N 33.

7. Foreign citizens who have secondary education are admitted to preparatory courses to study Russian, Biology, Chemistry and Physics. After finishing the courses they get the certificate which entitles them to enroll educational establishments of the Republic of Belarus without entrance exams.

Foreign citizens entering the Preparatory courses should submit the following papers:

application form for admission addressed to Director, specialty is to be indicated;

certificate of education (an original or a legally verified copy) and a list of studied subjects and received grades;

medical certificate issued by a Belarusian health care establishment (after a medical check-up);

certificate of a negative HIV-infection reaction issued by an official medical health care establishment of the candidate's native country;

passport;

visa;

birth certificate an a legally verified copy);

-
an agreement on medical insurance legally issued in the Republic of Belarus;

-
6 (six) photographs, 4x6 cm.

All papers must be translated into the Russian or Belarusian language and be legally verified. Applicants should submit the papers in the original and copy.

Papers are taken from September 01 till October 30.

The term of studies in all specialties from October till June (nine moths).
